NOT FOR PROFIT POLICY 2007/2008 POLICY

INTENT
This policy will allow Council to consider applications for remission of general rates and utility charges
from not for profit community based organisations.

PURPOSE

In accordance with Part 6, Section 1033 of the Local Government Act 1993, Council resolved to remit
a percentage of rates and charges to an entity whose is classified as a non profit community based
organisation.

PROVISIONS
All applications for remission must be in writing on the prescribed form and contain a declaration
as to the accuracy of the information contained therein.
Remissions are only granted on the land which is the subject of an application and it must be
used for the purpose applicable to the rating concession
The applicant organisation must be the owner or lessee and occupier of the land with the rate
notice being issued in the organisation’s name.
The land which is the subject of an application must be used for the purpose applicable to the
rating concession.
This policy only applies to an organisation making an application for rating concession, which
must be a not for profit organisation meeting the adopted criteria.

Not for profit organisations must be one of the following:-

a) Not for profit organisation that exists primarily to undertake community service activities and
rely mainly on volunteer labour.

b) Not for profit organisations that have considerable paid labour, however a substantial
community benefit is provided by the organisation.

c) Religious entities with land exceeding 2 hectares and used for education, health or
community services.

d) Not for profit organisations that undertake particular sporting, community or recreational
activities for the benefit of juniors and rely on player fees and community fundraising only.

e) Not for profit organisations that undertake particular sporting, community or recreational
activities and charge entrance fees for viewing or participating.

f)  Not for profit organisations that undertake particular sporting, community or recreational
activities and hold a liquor licence.

Organisations who manage premises with gambling machines will not be considered eligible
under this policy.

Organisations who receive payments for their services (are classified as a business) and are not
eligible under this policy.

If your organisation complies with one of the definitions listed above, Council may provide a
concession up to:-

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Water Usage Charge and Fire Levy are not applicable for the financial assistance.

A maximum concession allowed will be $2,000 per rating year for religious and health
organisations.

An application will be required to be lodged every two years and is to be assessed in accordance
with this policy.

Council may request information from an organisation on a yearly basis if, Council considers this
appropriate.

Applications must be submitted by 18" June of any year to be considered for the next two
financial years. Applications lodged after this date may be considered for the second financial
year only.
